Notice is hereby given that the City of Starkville, Mississippi, will receive sealed bids for the construction and installation of gravity sewer interceptor and collector lines.  Bids will be received by the Mayor and Board of Alderman at City Hall, in the office of the City Clerk,  located at 110 West Main Street in Starkville, Mississippi until 2:00 p.m. local time on Tuesday, October 9, 2018 and then at said office publicly opened and read aloud.  


The Round House Road sewer system expansion shall consist of construction and installation of sanitary interceptor and collector sewer lines in the size range of 8 to 12 inches including all pipe, fittings, manholes, road borings and encasements and related accessories.

Copies of all Contract Documents required for bidding may be obtained from Clearwater Consultants, Inc. located at 316 University Drive, Starkville, Mississippi upon payment (non-refundable) of $250.00 for each set.  


A certified check or bank draft drawn on a solvent bank, payable without condition to City of Starkville, Mississippi, or a bid bond of an amount not less than (5%) of the base bid amount shall be submitted with each bid as a guarantee that, if the bid is accepted, a contract will be entered into, and the performance of the contract properly secured.


All contractors responding to this advertisement for bids must comply with all applicable requirements of Chapters 3 and 5 of Title 31 of the Mississippi Code of 1972, as amended, including, but not limited to, the requirements relative to holding a Certificate of Responsibility and payment of a special privilege tax both items administered by the Mississippi State Board of Public Contractors.  The successful bidder must furnish performance and payment bonds in the amount of the contract, 

pursuant to the requirements of Section 31-5-51 of the Mississippi Code of 1972, as amended.


This project is subject to all Federal requirements applicable to the CDBG program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), said CDBG Program being administered in the State of Mississippi by the Department of Community Development, Governor's Office of Federal-State Programs.  Information concerning the Federal requirements applicable to the project is found in the contract documents for the project.

Section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968 requires that the City and contractors participating in CDBG projects give opportunities for job training and employment to lower income residents of the Section 3 area that is described below:

1. Section 3 also requires that “to the maximum extent feasible: contracts for work in connection with Section 3 covered projects be awarded to business concerns that are located in or owned in substantial part by persons residing in the Section 3 area.

2.  The Section 3 area is defined as follows:   The City limits of the City of 
Starkville.
The City of Starkville does not discriminate on the basis of disability in the admissions or access to or treatment or employment in its programs or activities.  The City of Starkville considers itself an equal employment opportunity community and seeks to further fair housing within the City to the greatest extent possible.

No bid shall be withdrawn for a period of ninety (90) days after the scheduled date and time of the opening of bids without the written consent of the City.  Within the limitations of the state law, the City reserves the right to reject any or all bids received, to waive any informalities or irregularities in the bids received, or to accept any bid that is deemed most favorable to the City.
