The work shall consist of a month long study to gather data for determining the correct type and size of equipment to use in color removal for this particular well. The well is expected to produce between 100 gpm and 150 gpm. The result of this study shall be a finished report which will make recommendations for the sizes and types of equipment required to remove of color from the water source, in accordance with Mississippi State Department of Health Standards for color in water from an aquifer.

              Proposals will be reviewed by the board of aldermen using the above selection criteria.  Each member of the board will assign points to each criterion based on the content of the proposal.  Negotiations will be conducted to determine a mutually satisfactory contract first with the firm receiving the highest accumulated points, as rated by the board.
              Final award will be made to the responsible proposer whose proposal is determined to be the most advantageous to the town.
