Notice is hereby given that the Jackson County Utility Authority will receive sealed Bids for Jordan Road Regional Pump Station Relocation Project – Phase I. Bidder must be qualified under Mississippi Law and show current Certificate of Responsibility issued by the Mississippi State Board of Public Contractors establishing his classification as to the value and type of construction on which he is authorized to bid.

The Jackson County Utility Authority reserves the right to accept or reject any or all Bids or parts of Bids, to waive any formalities and technicalities.  Awards, if made, will be made from the lowest and best Bid and the Bid most advantageous to the OWNER.  No bid may be withdrawn until the expiration of Ninety (90) days from the date bids are opened.
