These services pertain to homeowner housing rehabilitation work and are as follows:
LEGAL:  Title work on the property of selected homeowners to determine fee-simple ownership, title curative work, if required to produce legal ownership and clear title and certified title certificates for the homeowners as required for implementation of the project. A maximum of $500.00 per unit is allowed under HOME program guidelines for legal work.
LEAD-BASED PAINT: Pre-rehabilitation lead-based inspections on selected homeowner housing units, testing and follow-up written assessments in accordance with HUD regulation 24 CFR Part 92.355 as required for implementation of the project .A maximum of $400.00 per unit is allowed under HOME program guidelines for lead-based paint work.
Proposals will be rated according to the following criteria: scope of services (10 points), qualifications (40 points), experience (40 points) and performance capacity (10 points). 

Proposals are requested in accordance with 24 CFR Part 85 “Common Rule” and any other applicable state and federal rule or regulation.  The Town reserves the right to reject any and all proposals and to waive any irregularities in the proposal process.  Contracts will be awarded to the qualified proposer whose proposal is determined to be the most advantageous to the Town.
