The project includes clearing, class B, sediment (permanent) pool and site area; clearing and grubbing; protective cover; mobilization and demobilization; traffic control; removal of water; excavation, common; earthfill, class A; drainfill; reinforced concrete, class 4000; concrete, class 4000, pipe conduit bedding; streel reinforcement; reinforced concrete pressure pipe, 30”(thirty inch) diameter; 6” (six inch) diameter PVC pipe, perforated; 6” (six inch) PVC pipe, non-perforated; 4” (four inch) PVC pipe, perforated; 4” (four inch) PVC pipe, non-perforated; rock riprap; filter material for rock rip rap; water control slide gate, 30” X 30” (thirty inch by thirty inch) upward opening; trash rack, principal spillway; impact basin cover; cast iron manhole cover and rim; quality control; and geotextile.
