Project Details

1. Describe the commodity that the agency is seeking to procure: 

The University of Mississippi Medical Center (UMMC) is seeking to procure Human Glycosylation Array 1000 setup to be used in a basic research lab.  The gycosylation profiles of 1000 human proteins can be simultaneously detected, including, but not limited to, cytokines, chemokines, adipokines, growth factors, angiogenic factors, proteases, soluble receptors, soluble adhesion molecules in cell culture supernauts, serum, plasma and other samples types. 


2. Explain why the commodity is the only one (1) that can meet the needs of the agency:  

The Human Glycosylation Array 1000 is the only kit that allows for the measurement of several proteins from one sample in a rapid fashion.  This will reduce the testing time, number of samples utilized, and provide a more cost effective approach.   The results are used to identify additional targets for current and future studies. 


3. Explain why the source is the only person or entity that can provide the required commodity: 

RayBioTech Life is the only vendor offering a product with these capabilities.  This is not available from any other distributor.  See supporting letter RayBioTech Life, Attachment A.


4. Explain why the amount to be expended for the commodity is reasonable:  

The estimated amount to be expended is for the purchase of the RayBioTech Life Human Glycosylation Array is $41,000. This amount is within the expected price range for these products.  


5. Describe the efforts that the agency went through to obtain the best possible price for the commodity: 

Through market intelligence, UMMC was able to negotiate best pricing for these products.  All applicable discounts were explored and applied.
