The two teacher music department shown
requires approximately 6500 sq. ft. of floor space.
It is typical of the most popular designs in use
with the exception of using separate rooms for
instrument and uniform/gown storage. Instead,
Sheldon storage cases have been strategically
placed within the rehearsal areas. Dispersion and
propagation of sound were improved by setting
Sheldon storage cases at angles and by
equipping selected cases with sound absorptive
and reflective doors.
