at the Office of the District located at the 16154 Fire Station Road, Kiln, Mississippi, during normal office hours at any time prior to the designated bid date, but not later than 1:30 PM on May 31, 2017 at which time the bids will be opened and read aloud. 


Bids are invited for the demolition and disposal of the existing 85,000 gallon elevated water storage tank and limited controls associated with the tank operation. The work includes the demolition and proper disposal of all debris generated from the work. The tank is a 85,000 gallon riveted steel tank with a height to the lower tank bowl being approximately 100 feet above the adjacent ground surface. The exterior tank coating is known to contain lead. The location of the work is to the east of the existing Farm Bureau Office, which is located at 17480 MS-603, Kiln, MS 39556.

A certified check or bank draft payable to the order of Kiln Utility and Fire District of Hancock County, Mississippi, negotiable U. S. Government bonds (at par value), or a satisfactory Bid Bond executed by the Bidder and an acceptable surety, in an amount equal to five percent (5%) of the total bid for KILN UTILITY DISTRICT – DEMOLITION AND DISPOSAL OF 85,000 GALLON ELEVATED WATER STORAGE TANK, shall be submitted with each bid.

For bids exceeding $50,000, Bidder must indicate his Certificate of  Responsibility Number on outside of sealed proposal as required by Mississippi Law. The District requires that bids be submitted by Contractors licensed by the State of Mississippi.
The District reserves the right to consider the following relevant factors in addition to the contract price in determining the lowest and best bid:  bidder's skill and business judgment, his experience and his facilities for carrying out the contract, his previous conduct under other contracts and the quality of previous work, as well as his pecuniary ability, honesty, and integrity.  The District reserves the right to reject any or all bids or to waive any informality in the bidding.  The District also reserves the right to reject any mathematically and/or materially unbalanced bids.  
Awarding public contracts to non-resident Bidders will be on the same basis as the non-resident bidder’s state awards contracts to Mississippi Contractors bidding under similar circumstances. In order to ensure that Mississippi’s so-called Golden Rule is followed, state law requires a non-resident bidder to attach to his bid a copy of his resident state’s current laws pertaining to such state’s treatment of non-resident contractors.
