A pre-bid conference for this project will be held at the Office of Dungan Engineering, 120 East Chickasaw Street, Brookhaven, Mississippi, 39601 on Thursday, January 19, 2017 at 10:00 A.M.  Attendance is recommended.
Bid preparation will be in accordance with the Instructions to Bidders bound in the Contract Documents.  The LINCOLN COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS reserves the right to waive irregularities and to reject any and/or all bids.  Bids may be held by the LINCOLN COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS for a period not to exceed 60 days from the date of the bid opening for the purpose of evaluating bids prior to award of contract. 

A bid bond or certified check in the amount of 5% of the bid will be required. The bid bond or certified check will be returned immediately to unsuccessful bidders. Bidders are hereby notified that any proposal accompanied by letters qualifying in any manner the condition under which the proposal is tendered will be considered an irregular bid and such proposals will not be considered in making the award.

A performance bond, or equal, in the full amount of the contract will be required of the successful bidder.   In lieu of a performance bond the successful bidder may post with the Lincoln County Board of Supervisors, the full amount of the bid, in cash or its equivalent, conditioned for the prompt, proper and efficient performance of the contract; said cash or its equivalent to be held until the successful completion of the project.

Attention is called to the fact that contracts exceeding $50,000 require contractors to be licensed under applicable laws of the State of Mississippi and have a certificate of responsibility.
