Firms or individuals proposing to be qualified to in the future submit a bid or proposal to furnish such services should submit a statement of their qualifications and experience, and include in their submission: qualifications of the contractor, as well as that of their key personnel and other staff who will perform any of the work; any documented knowledge of federal, state and local grant procedures; verifiable references; financial resources and ability; ability and capacity to perform; technical ability; any applicable subcontract resources; and proof of bonding capacities and insurance coverage.  Proposals will be evaluated by a qualifying team on the basis of the those criteria, as well as information including: 1) knowledge and experience providing services related to federal grant projects and Technical competence of staff and principals (qualifications); and 2) Personnel resources and assessment ability and ability to perform in a timely fashion and meet State/Federal timelines, as well as professional history, knowledge of and familiarity of projects such as those needed for this project, and competence to perform the services stated above. Firms will be evaluated and qualified (or disqualified) using the above criteria. County reserves the right to reject any or all proposals and to waive any irregularities or formalities in proposal process. By submitting a statement of qualifications, the proposing entities or persons waive any right to seek damages related to their proposal or any later bid related to this project, and acknowledge the County’s right to reject any or all proposals, or portions thereof. Hancock County further reserves the right to engage entities or firms for only some of the services listed above. Hancock County is an equal opportunity employer. Hancock County expressly hereby invites and takes affirmative steps to include and solicit small, minority, women’s business firms, and labor surplus area firms to submit a proposal for this service. All proposals should be sealed and properly labeled “Prequalification Submission for Asbestos Testing Hancock County Hazard Mitigation.” All proposals shall include evidence of the entity or person’s license and ability to perform the requested services in the State of Mississippi.
