Project Details

1. Describe the commodity that the agency is seeking to procure: 
The University of Mississippi Medical Center is requesting continued purchase of the Medtronic PEAK PlasmaBlade System and related disposable cutting devices.  The Pulsar II generator works in conjunction with the PlasmaBlade devices providing pulsed plasma radiofrequency technology in tissue dissection, while decreasing collateral tissue damage. This technology works in both wet and dry surgical fields.   

2. Explain why the commodity is the only one (1) that can meet the needs of the agency:  
This system provides precision and bleeding control through an alternative to traditional scalpel or electrosurgical devices. The proprietary pulsed plasma –mediated electrical discharges provides cutting/cauterizing at a lower energy level, thereby decreasing thermal injury to tissue. This system works together monitoring patient return electrode connectivity, making slight power adjustments based on target tissue impedance. This ability for a system to function to provide decreased injury to the remaining tissue allows for faster wound healing.

3. Explain why the source is the only person or entity that can provide the required commodity: 
The Medtronic PEAK PlasmaBlade System is proprietary in nature. The Pulsar II Generator works only with the PEAK Plasma disposables. See supporting letter from Medtronic, Attachment A.  

4. Explain why the amount to be expended for the commodity is reasonable:  
These systems are placed within the operating suites with a minimum number of disposables to be purchased. The price of the disposables covers the cost of the generator placement.  As these are used throughout the OR suites, the anticipated spend among the Jackson and Grenada campuses is $200,000 annually. 

5. Describe the efforts that the agency went through to obtain the best possible price for the commodity: 
Through market intelligence, UMMC was able to negotiate best pricing for these products.  All applicable discounts were explored and applied.
