1. Qualifications:  List of qualifications of each staff person to be assigned to the project. 
2. Experience:  Information regarding the experience of the firm.  This should include the types of projects undertaken. 
3. Capacity for performance:  Identify the title of staff available to be assigned to provide services. 

Respondents will be evaluated according to the following factors:

A. Qualifications 30 Points
B.  Experience  40 Points
C. Capacity of the Consultant 30 Points

Interested parties must submit their qualifications for consideration by July 29, 2016 no later than 3:00 p.m.  Responses received after this time will not be considered.
