Each bidder will be required to comply with the specifications listed below. CLINTON JUNIOR HIGH SCHOOL BOILER SPECIFICATIONS

1. CORRECTION OF MISTAKES:  All quotations must be in ink or typewritten.  No erasures permitted.  Mistakes may be crossed out and correction inserted adjacent.  Corrections must be initialed in ink by person signing quotation.

2. SIGNATURES ON INVITATION REQUIRED:  Invitation for bid must be signed with the firm or corporate name and by a responsible officer.

3. RETURN INSTRUCTIONS:  Bidders must use the proposal form without alterations.  Bids must be returned in a sealed envelope marked on the outside as follows: “CJHS Boilers 06/02/2015”.

4. DELIVERY PREPAID:  It is understood that the bidder agrees to deliver, prepaid by the bidder/vendor to an inside point or points of receipt, all items on which bids are accepted, as indicated on the proposal form.  All costs for delivery, drayage of freight are to be borne by the bidder.

5. COMPLYING WITH SPECIFICATIONS:  All material furnished must be in conformity with the specifications and will be subject to inspection and approval by the District or designee after delivery.  The right is reserved to reject and return at the risk and at expense of the vendor, such portion of any shipment or materials, which may be defective or fail to comply with specifications without invalidating the remainder of the order.  If rejected it will be held for disposition at the expense and risk of the vendor or successful bidder.  Vendors or successful bidders will be required to replace that defective portion of an order or materials according to specifications without additional cost to the District.

6. GUARANTEE:  Each bidder, by presenting a bid under these specifications bids himself to make positive that all goods are fully up to the standards set by the specifications.  Should it be discovered within a reasonable period of time from date of contracts that such goods or services are not to the standard requirements, then the entire expense to bring goods or services to standards shall be borne by the bidder.

CORRECTNESS OF BID:   Bids shall be verified before submissions, as quotations cannot be withdrawn after public opening.  No bid can be corrected after being opened.  The District will not be responsible for errors or omissions on all bids or to waive any informality in bids and to accept or reject any items thereon.

10.
DEFAULT AND DELAYS:  In case of default of the successful bidder, the District reserves the right to terminate the contract and to purchase similar supplies, services, or equipment on the open market or secure the manufacture, delivery and installation thereof by contract or otherwise.  The bidder will be charged with any cost occasioned by the District whether said cost is same as originally accepted or any excess cost.  
11. BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS:  Before any bid can be accepted, a bidder must be deemed qualified, in the judgment of the District, to perform as required herein.  The bidder must be domiciled in the state of Mississippi.  A bid may be rejected if a bidder fails to meet any one of the above qualifications:

A. Product Line:  It must be clearly evident to the District that a bidder is capable of doing the job as bid and capable of delivering promptly all items bid and acquiring on short notice any peripheral items which might be required for the complete job.

B.
Capacity:  A bidder must clearly demonstrate to the District that he has the capacity, physically and financially, to supply items to the District and to complete the job as required by the District.

C. Reliability:  A successful bidder must have a proven record of service, particularly with respect to handling bids of this nature and to delivering all items on a regularly scheduled basis.  A bidder may be designated as unacceptable if the requirements listed herein have previously been violated and/or poor communications exist between the bidder and the District.

D.
Accounting Practices:  A successful bidder must clearly demonstrate to the District his/her capability to provide accurate, reliable, and timely reports in terms of invoices, statements, and credits.  

12. WARRANTY:

The manufacturer shall warrant all work performed under these specifications to be free of defects for a period of one year.
13. STANDARD CONTRACT CONDITIONS:  

A. This contract shall be governed in all respects – as to validity, construction, capacity, performance, or otherwise by the Laws of the State of Mississippi.

B. Successful Bidders providing services under this invitation to bid herewith assures the District that they are conforming to the provisions of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 as amended.

C. Sales and Use Tax: The Clinton Public School District is a tax exempt entity.

D. Deliveries against this contract must be free of excise or transportation taxes, except when such a tax is part of a price and school districts are not exempt from such levies.  Excise tax exemption registration number may be used when required.

E. Bidder shall comply with applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations pertaining to wages, hours and conditions of employment.  In connection with bidder’s performance of work under this agreement, bidder agrees not to discriminate against any employee(s) or applicant(s) for employment because of age, race, religious creed, sex, national origin, or handicap.

F. Modifications, additions, or changes to the terms and conditions of this Invitation to Bid may be a cause for rejection of a bid.  Bidders are required to submit all bids on the Bid form provided.  Bids submitted on company forms will be rejected.

G. By his/her signature on the face of this document, a bidder certifies that his/her bid is made without prior understanding, agreement, or connection with any corporation, firm, or person submitting a bid for the same materials, supplies, equipment, services or labor, and is in all respects fair and without collusion or fraud.  The bidder certifies that he/she understands collusive bidding is a violation of federal law and can result in fines, prison sentences, and civil damage awards.  He/She further agrees to abide to all conditions of this bid and certifies that he/she is authorized to sign this specific bid form.

H. Prohibition against conflicts of interest, gratuities, and kickbacks. “Any employee or any official of the District, elective or appointive, who shall take, receive, or offer to take or receive, either directly or indirectly, any rebate percentage of contract, money or other things of value, as an inducement or intended inducement, in the procurement of business, or the giving of business for, or to, or from, any person, partnership, firm or corporation, offering, bidding for, or in open market seeking to make sales to the District  shall be deemed guilty of a felony and upon conviction such person or persons shall be subject to punishment of a fine in accord with state and/or federal laws”.

14. INSURANCE:
The following minimum insurance requirements must be met or the bid will be considered incomplete and therefore rejected.

Commercial General Liability – 
In an amount of $ 1,000,000 per occurrence with $2,000,000 aggregate; The Clinton Public School District shall be named as an additional insured on the General Liability Policy

Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability Insurance -

Workers’ Compensation Limits: Statutory-State of Mississippi. Policy shall include a waiver of subrogation in favor of Clinton Public School District. Employers’ Liability: $100,000.00 Each Accident; $500,000.00 Disease Policy Limit; $100,000.00 Disease Each Employee;
Proof of coverage must be placed on file with the school district by the Contractor and kept current throughout the term of this Contract.

15. TERMINATION OF CONTRACT:  The contract is subject to termination if the successful bidder fails to perform at the level specified in the bidder qualifications.  The following procedures will be followed if a contract is to be terminated:

The District will:

1. Issue a warning letter and outline violations and length of time to correct the problem.

2. Issue letter of intent to cancel contract if problem is not resolved by a given date.

3. Issue letter to cancel contract.

16. AWARD OF CONTRACT:  Award of the contract will be made to the bidder who, in the purchaser’s opinion, is the lowest cost, best qualified, and most responsible. The purchaser may elect to award the contract to a responsible bidder other than the lowest cost bidder for good and sufficient reasons. The purchaser further reserves the right to waive informalities and to reject any or all bids. 
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
