TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. No bid shall be altered or amended after the specified time for opening bids.

2. Sale will be made or entered into with the highest, responsible bidder meeting specifications.

3. Certified checks for payment will be made payable to Mississippi Department of Wildlife, Fisheries, and Parks no later than five days after the bid is awarded. No personal checks will be accepted. Exceeding these 5 days may result in disqualification and award to the next highest bidder. 

4. Bid openings will be conducted open to the public. However, they will serve only to open bids.
