Proposals for Rehabilitate Terminal Apron Phase 1 and Rehabilitate Old Cargo Apron Project will be received by the Gulfport-Biloxi Regional Airport Authority in the office of the executive director at the Gulfport-Biloxi International Airport 14035-L Airport Road, Gulfport, MS 39503 until 2:30 PM on June 22, 2015 at which time they will be logged in according to the time shown at the reception desk.  Proposals received after this time will not be accepted and will be returned unopened.
The work is generally described as follows:

The project to repair the existing concrete pavement on the terminal apron (Schedule A) and the old cargo apron (Schedule B). Terminal Apron (Schedule A) work to include replacement of damaged existing concrete, repair spalls, joints, and cracks, installation of passenger bridge tie-downs, ground rod assemblies and pavement markings.  Old Cargo Apron (Schedule B) rehabilitation to include replacement of damaged concrete slabs, repair of concrete spalls, joints, and cracks, installation of reflective markers and pavement markings. 
The contract time for the Base Bid is 120 consecutive calendar days. Liquidated damages in the amount of $2,000 will be assessed for each calendar day thereafter.
