Notice is hereby given that the City of Starkville, Mississippi, will receive sealed bids for the construction of Catalpa forcemain extension.  Bids will be received by the City Clerk’s at City Hall, located at 110 West Main Street in Starkville, Mississippi until 9:00 am local time on January 21, 2016 at which time they will be opened, and taken under advisement. 


The Catalpa pump station forcemain extension shall consist of construction and installation of a 20 inch diameter PVC pressure sewer, a 30 inch diameter bored steel encasement, granular embedment and backfill material, asphalt pavement repair and erosion control.

A certified check or bank draft drawn on a solvent bank, payable without condition to City of Starkville, Mississippi, or a bid bond of an amount not less than (5%) of the base bid amount shall be submitted with each bid as a guarantee that, if the bid is accepted, a contract will be entered into, and the performance of the contract properly secured.


All contractors responding to this advertisement for bids must comply with all applicable requirements of Chapters 3 and 5 of Title 31 of the Mississippi Code of 1972, as amended, including, but not limited to, the requirements relative to holding a Certificate of Responsibility and payment of a special privilege tax both items administered by the Mississippi State Board of Public Contractors.  The successful bidder must furnish performance and payment bonds in the amount of the contract, 

pursuant to the requirements of Section 31-5-51 of the Mississippi Code of 1972, as amended.


This project is subject to all Federal requirements applicable to the Area Development program of the Appalachian Regional Commission (ARC), said ARC Program being administered in the State of Mississippi by the Department of Community Development, Community Services Division.  Information concerning the Federal requirements applicable to the project is found in the contract documents for the project.


No bid shall be withdrawn for a period of ninety (90) days after the scheduled date and time of the opening of bids without the written consent of the City.  Within the limitations of the state law, the City reserves the right to reject any or all bids received, to waive any informalities or irregularities in the bids received, or to accept any bid that is deemed most favorable to the City.
