Notice of Proposed Sole Source Purchase


Mississippi State University anticipates purchasing the item(s) listed below as a sole source purchase. Anyone objecting to this purchase shall follow the procedures outlined below.

1. Commodity or commodities to be purchased (make, model, description):

The conversion of two Hurricane EMILY unmanned surface vehicles (USV) to electrical power and propulsion. The conversion will include:

· Removal of gasoline system and replacement with standard Hydronalix electric motor system and battery pack for 65" boat
· 24 cell battery module installed in USV
· Motor controller system with magnetic arming switch integrated with piccolo control installed in USV
· Chargers and miscellaneous support accessories
· Ready to run state
· Customer training and orientation in Tucson, Arizona
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2. Explanation of the need to be fulfilled by this item(s) and why it is the only one that can meet the specific needs of the department:

The conversion of two Hurricane EMILY unmanned surface vehicles (USV) to electrical power and propulsion is specified in the revised project narrative and milestones of the NOAA grant funding this project: Comparative Impacts of Emerging Hurricane Observing Technologies using Wave Glider® and EMILY Unmanned Surface Vehicles. 4. Estimated cost of item(s) and an explanation why the amount to be expended is considered reasonable:

$12,000 per unit, $24,000 total. This is consistent with expected fair market value for parts and labor.

5. Explanation of the efforts taken by the department to determine this is the only source and the efforts used to obtain the best possible price:

Hydronaulix Inc., Is the sole manufacturer and distributor of Hurricane EMILY USVs in the world. Accordingly, Hydronaulix Inc., is the only supplier that can meet the specific needs of the department listed in section one of this document. Therefore, there are no other sources for the required conversion and no additional efforts are necessary to determine this. The manufacturer was engaged to determine the lowest price available for the required product.

The notice shall contain a detailed explanation of why the commodity is not a sole source procurement. Appropriate documentation shall also be submitted if applicable. 

If after a review of the submitted notice and documents, MSU determines that the commodity in the proposed sole source request can be provided by another person or entity, then MSU will withdraw the sole source request publication from the procurement portal website and submit the procurement of the commodity to an advertised competitive bid or selection process.

If MSU determines after review that there is only one (1) source for the required commodity, then MSU will appeal to the Public Procurement Review Board. MSU will have the burden of proving that the commodity is only provided by one (1) source.
