Proposals for Rehabilitate Asphalt Section of Runway 14-32 will be received by the Gulfport-Biloxi Regional Airport Authority in the office of the executive director at the Gulfport-Biloxi International Airport, 14035-L Airport Road, Gulfport, MS 39503 until 11:00 AM on July 19th, 2016, at which time they will be logged in according to the time shown at the reception desk.  Proposals received after this time will not be accepted and will be returned unopened.
The work is generally described as follows:

This project is to rehabilitate the asphalt portion of Runway 14-32 at the Gulfport-Biloxi International Airport is expected to include pavement improvements by asphalt mill and overly as well as temporary and permanent pavement markings.
The contract time for the entire project is 120 working days. 
Liquidated damages shall be assessed based on completion of each phase of work in the allotted time for the phase.  The Contract Time and Liquidated Damages for the project shall be $2,000.00 per day past contract time; $1,000.00 per 15-minute interval of runway closure past scheduled opening.
