The UVP iBox can be used to image both bioluminescence and fluorescence that is needed for our current nanoparticle studies. This can be used to image nanoparticle infused cells, transfected bacterial cells and small animals. The system can also be used to image chemiluminescent proteins, nucleic acid blots, blot arrays, well plates, colony plates and protein electrophoresis gels. 


3. Name of company/individual selling the item and why that source is the only possible source that can provide the required item(s): 
UVP, part of the Analytik Jena Company is the sole provider and producer of the iBox Scientia 900. The company is the sole provider of VisionWorks LS software that is used to analyze the images and produce the data and results needed for our current research. 


4. Estimated cost of item(s) and an explanation why the amount to be expended is considered reasonable:
The cost of this system is $84,128.00. This is a very reasonable price for the technology provided in this system. 


5. Explanation of the efforts taken by the department to determine this is the only source and the efforts used to obtain the best possible price:
Dr. Feugang determined the need for this analyzer using both his own research and the research of others. This equipment is needed to further his research in the area of nanoparticles and fluorescence, as well bioluminescence. This analyzer combines both technologies into one piece of equipment, thus removing the need to purchase more than one costly analyzer, but still offers all of the benefit of having multiple analyzers.

The notice shall contain a detailed explanation of why the commodity is not a sole source procurement.  Appropriate documentation shall also be submitted if applicable.
If after a review of the submitted notice and documents, MSU determines that the commodity in the proposed sole source request can be provided by another person or entity, then MSU will withdraw the sole source request publication from the procurement portal website and submit the procurement of the commodity to an advertised competitive bid or selection process.
If MSU determines after review that there is only one (1) source for the required commodity, then MSU will appeal to the Public Procurement Review Board.  MSU will have the burden of proving that the commodity is only provided by one (1) source.
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
