Appraisals and review appraisals shall conform to the Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Act of 1970, As Amended (Uniform Act).

EXPERIENCE preparing appraisals and/or review appraisals for water and wastewater improvements, land, and appurtenant facilities and elements of value; (30 points)

QUALIFICATIONS, knowledge, and technical expertise in this and similar projects; (30 points)
3.
CAPACITY FOR PERFORMANCE to perform required services in a timely manner, given current workload and staff; (30 points)
4.
SECTION 3: providing employment “to the maximum extent feasible” to low income residents of the local Section 3 area (Harrison, Hancock, Jackson Counties); (10 points)
This project is funded fully or partially with Federal funds provided through Mississippi Development Authority, utilizing Supplemental Community Development Block Grant Funds from the Department of Housing and Urban Development; the successful proposal/bidder must comply with all applicable federal, state and local requirements contained in the Contract Documents, including but not limited to Section 3, Davis-Bacon Federal Wage Regulations (if applicable), E-Verify, etc., as identified in the bid proposal packet as “HUD Contract Provisions for Non-Construction Contracts”.  All Women and Minority and Section 3 Contractors are encouraged to apply.

SECTION 3

This project is covered by the requirements of Section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968 (12 U.S.C. § 1701u) (“Section 3”).  Section 3 requires that when employment or contracting opportunities are generated by HUD-funded projects, preference is given to low to very low-income persons and businesses residing in the community where the project is located.  Section 3 businesses are encouraged to submit a bid as any responsive, responsible bidder that qualifies as a Section 3 Business Concern will be given a preference during evaluation. A bidder selected for this Project will be responsible for ensuring compliance with all Section 3 requirements including, but not limited to, the hiring and contracting decisions made on the Project.

Proposals will be reviewed by the selection committee using the above selection criteria.  A written contract will be awarded to the individual/firm whose proposal is determined by the committee to be the most advantageous to the City.
