1. PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT:  Design and conceptual plan for the redevelopment and use of the Former Library site, including the proposed improvements.

2. EXPERIENCE:  With developing office and/or mixed use properties.

QUALIFICATIONS: Background, knowledge, professional and technical expertise in development of similar projects.

CAPACITY FOR PERFORMANCE:  The financial and overall capacity to complete the development in a proper and timely manner.

ECONOMICS:  The proposed economics of the ground lease, including available funding.

All proposals will be rated based on the following rating system which will be used to determine the best/acceptable offeror:

· The overall contribution and economic impact to the City.  (30 points)

· The ability to finance the development.  (20 points)

· The ability to complete and operate the development.  (18 points)

· The quality, ability and relevant experience of the development team.  (12 points)

· The quality and responsiveness to the proposed vision of the City.  (5 points)

· The impact on the surrounding area.  (5 points)

· The willingness and ability to include local, women and minority business interests as part of the project.  (5 points)

· The ability to obtain the necessary public and private entitlements and incentives in a timely manner.  (5 points)

Proposals will be reviewed by the GRC using the above selection criteria.  A written contract will be awarded to the firm whose proposal is determined to be the most advantageous to the GRC, economic and other factors considered.  The ground lease will include scope and extent of work and other essential requirements.  The GRC reserves the right to reject any and all proposals and to waive any irregularities or informalities in the proposal process.  The GRC is an equal opportunity employer.
