Professional Architectural Services

THE CITY OF WAVELAND is requesting proposals from qualified architectural firms and individuals for Professional architectural services related to the design and implementation of the Fixtures, Furniture & Equipment component of the Waveland Ground Zero Museum, including the following services: cost analysis; project worksheet budget; all matters related to the development of a project worksheet for that project; redesign of loss and placement of damage; approval of design; services related to requesting millwork, mechanical, fixtures and furniture bids, review and recommendation of a bidder; project management and oversight; consideration of recommendation of approval of invoices submitted by the service providers; and all matters related to those services as concerns Waveland Ground Zero Museum.  Firms or individual proposing to furnish such, should submit a statement of their qualifications and experience, as well as that of all of their pertinent personnel.  Proposals will be evaluated by a selection team on the basis of the following criteria and ranked by an assigned point system. 1) Knowledge and experience providing services related to federal and state grant projects; 2) Technical competence of staff and principals (qualifications); 3) Personnel resources and assessment ability; 4) Ability to perform in a timely fashion and meet State/Federal timelines; 5) Professional history; 6) Knowledge of and familiarity of projects such as those needed for this project; and 7) Competence to perform the services stated above.  Firms will be evaluated and ranked using the above criteria. The City of Waveland reserves the right to negotiate compensation for each of those services with the selected firm. The method of payment will be based on hourly rates with a set amount and paid percentages as work is completed.  The City of Waveland reserves the right to reject any or all proposals and to waive any irregularities or formalities in the proposal process, and to reject any and all proposals. By submitting a proposal, the proposing entities or persons waive any right to seek damages related to their proposal, and acknowledge the City’s right to reject any or all proposals, or portions thereof. The City of Waveland further reserves the right to engage entities or firms for only some of the services listed above. All proposals should be sealed and properly labeled “Architectural Proposals-City of Waveland Museum Components of the Civic Center.” All proposals shall include evidence of the entity or person’s license and ability to perform the requested services in the State of Mississippi (e.g., the submission of documents from the Secretary of State indicating good standing and a professional license as may be applicable).
