NOTICE AND INVITATION TO SUBMIT SEALED PROPOSALS
HARRISON COUNTY UTILITY AUTHORITY 
MUNICIPAL SOLID WASTE DISPOSAL

NOTICE is hereby given that the Harrison County Utility Authority ”HCUA”, Gulfport, Mississippi will receive written proposals until the hour of 10:00 A. M. local time on 
August 7, 2015, at the Board of Director Meeting Room of the Harrison County Utility Authority at 10271 Express Drive, Gulfport, MS  39503, for the furnishing of all labor, equipment and materials and for performing all activities specified in the Contract Documents for the disposal of the Municipal Solid Waste “MSW” in a permitted, approved MSW Landfill to serve Harrison County and its municipalities.

Submission of a proposal in response to this Request for Proposals shall constitute Contractor’s representation of its acceptance of, and ability to perform, each and every term and condition of the negotiated contract.  Proposals submitted must contain information responsive to the terms and conditions relating to price, financial responsibility, technology, legal responsibilities and information on the additional relevant factors described below.  As a minimum, all proposals are required to address the r following requirements:

1. Term of Contract - The contract will be for a minimum five (5) year term.  HCUA shall reserve the option to extend the contract for successive additional five (5) year terms up to a maximum contract period of thirty (30) years. The contract is anticipated to become effective on August 26, 2015.
2. Hold Harmless Agreement - The landfill contractor shall be required to agree to indemnify and hold the HCUA harmless from any environmental loss, damage, claim, liability, fine, forfeiture, demand, cause of action, suits and costs and expenses incidental thereto arising out of permitting, construction and operation of the landfill.

3. Landfill Capacity - The landfill contractor must provide copy of regulatory permit and proof of landfill space capacity to receive HCUA municipal solid waste through the initial length of the contract (5 years).  The contractor shall guarantee capacity for all HCUA municipal solid waste through the initial term of the contract.  The guarantee shall be renewed for any subsequent contract extensions granted under the terms of the contract.  
4. Financial Assurance – The landfill contractor must provide financial documentation as proof of ability to operate the landfill for the length of the contract terms.

5. Liability Insurance – The landfill contractor must provide Public Liability Insurance in the sum of $3,000,000 insuring landfill owner/contractor against all claims arising out of operations that result in bodily injury, property damage, or personal injury during operation.

6. Performance Bond - Upon execution of the contract, the landfill contractor will be required to furnish a performance bond in the amount of $3,000,000 assuring HCUA of faithful performance of the contract.

7. Workman Compensation Insurance – The landfill contractor shall have and be required to show documented proof of Workman Compensation Insurance that complies with the State of Mississippi requirement limits.

8. Environmental Permitting – A copy of the environmental permit(s) for all proposed landfill(s) shall be provided in the response to this proposal.  If the permit is set to expire on or before January 1, 2016, the proposal shall include documentation verifying application for permit renewal has been submitted to MDEQ in a timely manner.  

9. Environmental/Safety Compliance - The landfill contractor shall obtain, maintain and comply with all required environmental permits and applicable regulations of Federal, State, and local agencies. The landfill contractor shall perform and comply with all OSHA safety requirements.  A listing of any/all environmental violations or other instances of non-compliance that have occurred at the proposed disposal site(s) since January 1, 2014, shall be provided in the proposal along with explanations of the non-compliance and documentation of the correction of the non-compliance.
10. Onsite White Goods Recycling – The landfill contractor will provide, at no additional cost, white goods recycling at the landfill for Harrison County homeowners.

11. Landfill Service Area – If the landfill is located within Harrison County, the landfill contractor shall not receive solid waste generated from states contiguous to Mississippi that are outside of 100 mile radius from Harrison County, or are not contiguous to Mississippi, without the approval from the Authority. Waste generated within the corporate boundaries of the City of New Orleans, Louisiana is excluded from the 100 mile radius.

12. Waste Minimization/SW Management Programs – The MSW landfill contractor will contribute $1.00 per household prior to October 1st of each year to fund and manage waste reduction/solid waste programs and efforts in Harrison County. The average house count for the last three years is 68,100 homes/units.

13. Time of Landfill Operation - Expected hours of operation are from 7:00 A.M. to 

5:00 P. M. on Monday to Friday and 7:00 A.M. to 12:00 P.M. on Saturday.
Mississippi Department of Environmental Quality defines Municipal Solid Waste as:  Any nonhazardous solid waste resulting from the operation of residential, commercial, governmental, industrial, or institutional establishments except oil field exploration and production wastes and sewage sludge.

Proposals shall be sealed and the outside envelope shall be clearly marked “Municipal Solid Waste Disposal Proposal” along with the date and time of the bid opening.

All proposals received will be publicly opened and acknowledged at the time and place specified above.  Proposals not received prior to such time will not be opened or considered.  
From among the proposals submitted, HCUA may select a proposer or proposers deemed to be responsive to the Request for Proposals and in the best interests of HCUA to negotiate a contract(s) for the items described above.  However, the HCUA reserves the right to waive any and all informalities in the proposals and process and to reject any and all proposals.
