1. Commodity or commodities to be purchased (make, model, description): 
Perimed PeriFlux System 5000, a laser Doppler system that is used for monitoring and measuring tissue blood perfusion in animal models. 
2. Explanation of the need to be fulfilled by this item(s) and why it is the only one that can meet the specific needs of the department: 
We will be studying tissue blood perfusion and uterine blood flow in cattle. This is the only system that will give us all of the data needed for our current study. This system also has the potential to allow for further study in other ruminants. 
3. Name of company/individual selling the item and why that source is the only possible source that can provide the required item(s): 
Perimed is the only company selling a Doppler system that is capable of holding four modules (laser Doppler, blood perfusion, temperature or transcutaneous oxygen/carbon dioxide modules). The system has a patented linearity circuit to compensate for scattering, a two-point calibration using automatic zeroing and special motility standard, mini-probe holders designed for cerebral stroke model studies in rats and mice, disposable tips for chronic measurements, and special probes designed for different fiber separations in the same probe tip. The system also provides a Windows based software for data analysis. 
4. Estimated cost of item(s) and an explanation why the amount to be expended is considered reasonable:
The cost of the system is $19090.00. This is reasonable for the amount of technology contained within the unit.  
5. Explanation of the efforts taken by the department to determine this is the only source and the efforts used to obtain the best possible price:
Dr. Lemley determined this was the most useful technology needed to further his research. He based this decision on previous studies and his own research. He looked into multiple companies and this is the only system that provides all of the data that he is looking for in his current study. The system will also allow him to further his research in future studies.

If after a review of the submitted notice and documents, MSU determines that the commodity in the proposed sole source request can be provided by another person or entity, then MSU will withdraw the sole source request publication from the procurement portal website and submit the procurement of the commodity to an advertised competitive bid or selection process.
If MSU determines after review that there is only one (1) source for the required commodity, then MSU will appeal to the Public Procurement Review Board.  MSU will have the burden of proving that the commodity is only provided by one (1) source.
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
