Failure to include sign documents shall result in rejection of the bid. The MS Department of Rehabilitation Services reserves all rights to reject any or all bids. 

Submission of Bids—all bids must be submitted electronically.  All bids must be submitted electronically through the State of Mississippi web-based procurement system known as MAGIC.  The electronically submissions are automatically dated and time stamped. The procurement system will not allow the bids to be opened by the Department of Rehabilitation Services until the bid hour.  
Please note: It shall be the responsibility of each vendor to ensure that your profile is current in the Magic procurement system. Current information such as e-mail address, contact person(s), phone number(s), etc., must be updated whenever changes are made to your company’s profile. 

It is the responsibility of the manufacturer to ensure that all distributors are listed in Magic with current up to date information. If a distributor is not registered, the distributor will not be listed in Magic and will not receive any orders.

The MS Department of Rehabilitation Services will take delivery of 15,000 helmets within 15 days after receipt of the purchase order. Payment will be made after receipt of merchandise. The vendor shall have capability to ship the helmets to multiple locations. As inventory depletes, another order of 15,000 helmets will be ordered. The second order of 15,000 shall be received within 15 days after receipt of the purchase order.  Payment will be made after receipt of merchandise. 

The vendor will need the capability to store the helmets in a secure, dry and insured warehouse until distribution of the helmet.  The vendor will ship the helmets to schools throughout the State of Mississippi during the school year.  MDRS will determine the quantity to be shipped and dates of shipments. A label shall be placed on each side of the boxes with the MDRS logo for identification of helmets, quantity, size and color of helmets inside the box.  
The cost of shipping and handling is a part of this bid.     
The vendor shall have the capability to ship to the schools the helmets varying in quantity, sizes and colors.  

The merchandise shall be shipped using ground freight carriers. 

The vendor shall have helmets shipped and delivered to schools located within the State of Mississippi, in (3) working days, after receipt of the shipping address and quantity to be shipped.   After each shipment is made, MDRS shall receive notification of carrier, tracking number on shipment, along with the current inventory on hand by sizes.  The information shall be e-mailed to MDRS on date of shipment.  
The vendor shall have the capability to imprint the logo of the MS Department of Rehabilitation Services on the helmets.  No labels will be accepted. 
The Department of Rehabilitation Services may request, from the vendor awarded the bid, samples of helmets and colors, prior to issuance of the purchase order.  All bidders shall state the product number and description of helmet being bid.  All bidders shall state the color type and number. 
All invoices shall be mailed to MS Department of Rehabilitation Services, Finance Department, P.O. Box 1698, Jackson, MS 39215-1698.  
MDRS will be awarding the bid to the lowest or best bid price. The bid will be evaluated considering the price, cost of shipping, warehousing and handling of helmets along with the capability to ship helmets within the (3) day time period.  If a vendor is unable to ship and have product delivered within the (3) day time period, the vendor shall be considered as not meeting the specifications. 
Failure to ship and have delivered the first helmet orders within the (3) day time period, the vendor shall be considered as not meeting specifications.  The vendor will forfeit the second order as a penalty.  The vendor will have the opportunity to submit documentation explaining the reason the product was not delivered. If it is determined the vendor was not at fault, but an Act of God or problems beyond the control of the vendor, MDRS may waive the penalty for failure to make delivery within the (3) day time period. 
MDRS may waive any minor errors as long as the mistake does not change total bid price or delivery of product.  

Mistakes shall not be corrected after award of the contract except where the Director of Purchasing finds it would be unconscionable not to allow the mistake to be corrected. 

The vendor shall state a helmet unit price. 
The vendor shall state a total price for the shipping, warehousing and handling of helmets.  

The bid form shall be signed by an authorized company official. 
HELMET SPECIFICATIONS:

All helmets must be tested and approved as a youth helmet by US Consumer Product Safety Commission.
All helmets exterior must be made of abrasion, oil and water resistant polyamide material. 

All helmets interior must be made of expanded Polystyrene protective foam. The minimum standard:  1.5 CM thick & Velour and Foam.

All helmets removable padding must be have a secure fit. The minimum standards are 0.8cm thick on small helmet, 0.6cm thick on medium helmet and 0.4 thick on large helmet

The chin straps minimum requirements:  adjustable 58cm polyester chin strap

The interior decals: 1” x ¾” Rectangular CPSC approval, ½” Oval Sizing Label, and 1” x 3”
Warning Label. 

The helmet’s exterior shall have on front or back of helmet MDRS logo/brand imprinted on helmet. 
A Safety and Products Information Brochure shall be poly bagged and attached to strap via hang tag.
