Sealed bids for the construction of the Sewage Treatment Improvements shall be received by the City of Greenwood, Public Works Director or appointed designee in the Council Chamber, 101 West Church Street, Greenwood, MS  38935, until 10:00 a.m., local time, September 11, 2014, at which time they will be publicly opened and read aloud.  
The work generally consists of removing, dewatering and disposal of sludge from a lagoon.  The work will primarily be within an area of the existing lagoon site located at Iona Street. 

The Sewage Treatment Improvements Project contract time shall be 180 consecutive calendar days from the effective date shown in the Notice to Proceed.  Liquidated damages will be assessed in the amount of $500.00 for each consecutive calendar day the Work has not achieved Substantial Completion and $500.00 for each consecutive calendar day the Work has not achieved Final Completion.

The above general outline of features of the work does not in any way limit the responsibility of the CONTRACTOR to perform all work and furnish all labor, equipment and materials required by the specifications and the drawings referred to therein.

Contract Drawings, Contract Specifications, Instructions to Bidders and Bidders Proposal forms are on file and open to public inspection in the offices of the City of Greenwood City Hall and the office of the Engineer.
