Sealed Bids for Construction of “CITY OF McCOMB, MISSISSIPPI STREETSCAPES” will be received BY THE City Clerk, or appointed designee at McCOMB CITY HALL, 115 THIRD STREET, McCOMB, MISSISSIPPI until 2:00 P.M. LOCAL TIME on the 27TH day of OCTOBER, 2014, and then will be publicly opened and  read.  Any bids received after the time and date specified will not be considered and will be returned unopened.

All bids must be addressed to the CITY OF McCOMB, Mississippi; marked “SEALED BID TO BE OPENED AT 2:00 P.M., MONDAY, 27 OCTOBER 2014”, and specify the name “CITY OF McCOMB, MISSISSIPPI STREETSCAPES.”  The address of CITY HALL is 115 THIRD STREET, McCOMB, MISSISSIPPI, 39648.    

The project includes New Construction of Infrastructure improvements along Main Street to help revitalize downtown McComb.   The Project includes new construction of curbs, planters, crosswalks, street lighting, landscaping, barrier-free ramps, and signage.  Alternates include relocation of owner-supplied grain silos, construction of a retaining wall and plaza, and extended curbs and landscaping.

All plan holders are required to have a valid email address for registration. Bid documents are non-refundable and must be purchased through the website. A pre-bid conference for this project will be held at the McComb City Hall on Thursday, October 9, 2014, at 2:00 P.M.  Attendance is encouraged. 

Additional information and assistance regarding the bid opportunity, the MS Procurement Technical Assistance Program, and local contract procurement center may be found at www.mscpc.com  Minority and women’s business enterprises are solicited to bid on this contract as prime contractors and are encourage to make inquiries regarding potential subcontracting opportunities and equipment, material and /or supply needs.

This construction project is financed by the Mississippi Development Authority, Disaster Recovery Division, by a Katrina Community Development Block Grant (KCDBG), Project #R-110-243-02-GZ, and is subject to the rules and regulations of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 and all amendments thereof.  Neither the United States nor any departments, agencies, or employees is, or will be, a part of this Invitation for Proposals or any resulting contract.

This project is covered by the requirements of Section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968 (12 U.S.C. § 1701u) (“Section 3”).  Section 3 requires that when employment or contracting opportunities are generated by HUD-funded projects, preference is given to low and very low-income persons and businesses residing in the community where the project is located.  Section 3 businesses are encouraged to submit a bid as any responsive, responsible bidder that qualifies as a Section 3 Business Concern will be given a preference during evaluation. A bidder selected for this Project will be responsible for ensuring compliance with all Section 3 requirements including, but not limited to, the hiring and contracting decisions made on the Project.

Each bid must be submitted on the prescribed form and accompanied by a certified check or bid bond executed on the prescribed form, payable to the Owner in an amount not less than 5 percent of the amount bid.

The successful bidder will be required to furnish the necessary additional bond(s) for the faithful performance of the Contract, as prescribed in the Contract Documents.  All performance bond, payment bond and certificates of insurance shall be either executed by or countersigned by a licensed resident agent of the surety or insurance company having his place of business in the State of Mississippi and in all ways complying with the insurance laws of the State of Mississippi.  Further, the said surety or insurance company shall be duly licensed and qualified to do business in the State of Mississippi.

In order to perform public work, the successful bidder shall, as applicable, hold or obtain such Contractor’s and business licenses as required by state statutes including certification of responsibility required by Section 31 3 21 to have a current certificate of responsibility issued by the State Board of Public Contractors prior to bidding on the project.  The Contractor’s certificate number shall appear on the exterior of the envelope, failing which, said Bid will not be opened or considered.

The project requires 100 percent Performance Bond and 100 percent Payment Bond.

Before a Contract will be awarded for the work contemplated herein, the Owner will conduct investigation as is necessary to determine the performance record and ability of the apparent lowest responsible responsive qualified bidder to perform the size and type of work specified under this Contract.  Upon request, the bidder shall submit such information as deemed necessary by the Owner to evaluate the bidder’s qualifications.

It is called to the attention of the Bidder that the time of completion of the work under this Contract is the essence of the Contract.
