Contractors may also mail their sealed proposals to the Three Rivers Solid Waste Management Authority, P.O. Box 690, Pontotoc, MS 38863, Attention: Ronnie Bell.

Contractor responses to the aforementioned RFP, whether hand delivered or mailed, shall be submitted in a sealed envelope that is clearly marked on the envelope’s front side with the name and address of the Contractor and the wording “AUTHORITY SURPLUS METAL GOODS PROPOSAL”.

REQUEST FOR POPOSALS

REGIONAL RECYCLING AND/OR DISPOSAL OF SURPLUS METAL GOODS
General:   The Three Rivers Solid Waste Management Authority (Authority) is seeking proposals from qualified Contractors in response to this “Request for Proposals” (RFP) for the separation, collection, processing, recycling and/or disposal of surplus metal goods located at multiple locations within the Authority’s region.  The Authority does not guarantee any specific amount of surplus metal goods to be generated relative to this RFP but will work with the Contractor to assure truckload quantities for periodic processing. Under this RFP, the Contractor shall be responsible for all aspects, including but not limited to personnel, equipment and materials, related to the removal and processing of surplus metal goods. Contractor shall adhere to all United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and Mississippi Department of Environmental Quality (MDEQ) regulations, be certified by the EPA in refrigerant recovery and shall meet all applicable requirements of the Federal Clean Air Act. No freon, oil, capacitors or any material removed from any appliance(s) and determined to be or regulated as a hazardous material shall be stored on the site after its removal from the appliance(s). As part of this RFP, the Contractor shall also provide the necessary personnel and equipment to collect, process, recycle and/or dispose of surplus metal goods (and related items) collected at the Authority sponsored Household Hazardous Waste Collection Day events (typically two) each year.   
Compensation: As part of the response to this RFP, please quote to the Authority the proposed payment for surplus metal goods as a percentage of the Consumer Buying Price for No. 2 Bundles, Arkansas/Tennessee Market as published in American Metal Market in its “AMM Scrap Iron and Steel Prices” table.  Along with each payment, the Contractor shall furnish the most current copy of the table with the buying price highlighted. 
Other: Contractor shall state any other services that may be offered to the Authority under this RFP, such as the ability to dismantle metal buildings, scrap equipment, or other such services along with rates paid for each type of surplus metal good. 
Section 1. The Authority shall provide the necessary personnel, equipment and facilities for the collection and storage of surplus metal goods pursuant to this RFP. The surplus metal goods to be collected may include, but shall not be limited to, items such as stoves, refrigerators, freezers, washers, dryers, water heaters, bathtubs, culverts, tin, lawnmowers and other metal items of similar composition or mutually agreeable to the Authority and Contractor.
Section 2. The Authority will store in a manner consistent with any applicable local, state, and federal regulations the various surplus metal goods separately from other items or waste that may be collected by the Authority at the follow facilities:

  Three Rivers Regional Landfill -Pontotoc, MS

  Lee County Transfer Station -Tupelo, MS

  Monroe County Transfer Station - Aberdeen, MS

  Oxford Transfer Station -Oxford, MS
  Fulton Rubbish Site – Fulton, MS
   Contractor please note, should the Authority locate and/or construct additional facilities in its service area (in addition to those listed above), the Authority may designate such additional facility or facilities as storage areas for surplus metal goods and the Contractor shall service the additional facilities in accordance with the requirements of this RFP.  In addition, the Authority may discontinue at one or more of the collection facilities without effecting any terms and conditions of this agreement. 
Section 3. The locations stated above currently have surplus metal piled on the ground. The Authority is currently in the planning stage to possibly build unloading ramps that will provide accommodations for roll-off containers provided by the Contractor (the Pontotoc facility currently has an unloading ramp but also has additional tonnage on the ground). The Contractor shall be required to provide roll off containers at each site that will be loaded with manpower and equipment provided by the local governmental entity.   Weighing of surplus metal goods shall be done at the facilities, listed in Section 2 above, utilizing Authority owned scales in place at each location (Note – the Fulton Rubbish Site does not presently have permanent scales in place – Contractor shall provide, as a part of the RFP response, a solution for providing weight of surplus metal goods removed from the Fulton location). 
Section 4. Contractor shall provide all personnel and equipment for the  transportation of surplus metal goods at each of the sites listed in Section 2 above along with the same type services for the Household Hazardous Waste Collection day events (typically two per year) sponsored by the Authority each year.  During the course of a Household Hazardous Waste Collection day event, the Authority expects (under this RFP) the Contractor to provide a receiving unit along with a loader with a grapple capable of lifting heavy appliances from pick-up trucks and trailers. In addition, Contractor shall be responsible for removal of any and all freon, oil and capacitors from all appliances and other surplus metal goods collected at the Household Hazardous Waste Collection day events referenced above. Payment to the Authority for metal collected at these events shall not be required.  This is a very popular and heavily attended event and the Contractor, upon request, shall be listed as a sponsor on flyers and newspaper publications. In addition, the Contractor’s company signage/logo may be displayed during the course of each event. 
Section 5. The off-site disposal of parts, substances or waste removed from appliances and other surplus metal goods under this RFP shall be the responsibility of the Contractor. Contractor must adhere to all EPA and MDEQ regulations and be certified by the EPA in refrigerant recovery. Contractor must meet all applicable requirements of the Federal Clean Air Act.
Section 6. All surplus metal goods shall become the property of the Contractor once the goods are removed from the facilities. Contractor assumes no responsibility for the surplus metal goods until they are removed from each facility.
Section 7. The Contractor shall pay to the Authority a fixed percentage of the Consumer Buying Price for No. 2 Bundles, Birmingham Market as published in American Metal Market in its “AMM Scrap Iron and Steel Prices” table that is the most current on day of pickup and delivery. Along with each payment to the Authority, the Contractor shall furnish each loads scale ticket along with the most current copy of the aforementioned table highlighting the applicable market price. Payment shall be made to the Authority, or its member government when applicable, within thirty (30) days of the date the surplus metal goods are processed and removed by the Contractor from Authority facilities.

Section 8. Contractor assumes all responsibility for obtaining any and all necessary permits and for compliance with all applicable local, state and federal laws, including but not limited to environmental regulations related to the packaging, baling, removing and transportation of the surplus metal goods and/or disposal of any parts, substances or waste removed from any portion of the goods.

Section 9. The Contractor represents that it is duly qualified to do business in the State of Mississippi and shall obtain, maintain and assume the cost of all licenses and permits related thereto.

Section 10. The term of any agreement resulting from this RFP shall be for an initial one (1) year term with up to five (5) one (1) year automatic renewals, unless notice of termination is given by either party thirty (30) days prior to the end of the term.
