INFORMATION FOR BIDDERS

(1) RECEIPT AND OPENING OF BIDS
The City of Pass Christian (herein called the "Owner"), invites bids to be received by the Owner at the office of the City Clerk, 200 West Scenic Drive at the corner of West Scenic Drive and Hiern Avenue, P.O. Box 368, Pass Christian, Mississippi, 39571, during normal office hours at any time prior to the designated bid date, but not later than 3:30 p.m. on the date of the bid opening.   Bids will be opened at City Hall at 4:00pm., November 13, 2015.
The envelopes containing the bids must be sealed, addressed to City Clerk, City of Pass Christian, at City Hall, Pass Christian, Mississippi, and designated as Bid for:

PORTABLE ENTERTAINMENT STAGE
The Owner will consider NULL AND VOID any bid not prepared and submitted in accordance with the provisions hereof and such bid may be rejected. Any bid may be withdrawn prior to the above scheduled time for the opening of bids or authorized postponement thereof.  Any bid received after the time and date specified shall not be considered.  No Bidder may withdraw a bid within 60 days after the actual date of the opening thereof.

(2) SPECIFICATIONS AND INFORMATION

The completely portable stage shall have an interior minimum height of ten feet (10’) when open and a total maximum exterior height of thirteen feet eight inches (13’8”) when closed.  The stage shall be capable of fifty (50) pounds per square foot dead load.  The stage shall be mounted on a minimum of two (2) three thousand five hundred (3,500) pound axles with sealed hubs and include a V nose style trailer with a 2-5/16” coupler.  The stage shall be constructed in a manner that will allow for the entire unit to be opened for performances and completely closed and contained for transport and storage.  When open, the stage shall include a roof. The stage base platform shall be a minimum of twelve (12) feet by thirty-two (32) feet.  Platform should have non-skid decking.  At least one set of steel stairs with adjustable leveling legs and removable handrails shall be included.

Roof members shall be sufficient to support stage lighting and sound equipment when necessary.

Stage shall have a hydraulic system to level and raise the stage to a height of at least four (4) feet.
It is preferred that the structure be constructed of non-corrosive material (such as aluminum) or include an anti-corrosive coating.  It is preferred that wood not be used in the construction.
When closed, the trailer shall be fully enclosed to provide protection from weather and damage.  Proposals including a vinyl roof and cover will be accepted, but a hard exterior is preferred.

Unit shall be DOT compliant including signal, marker lights, reflectors, and license light with 12VDC connector cable.

(3) PREPARATION AND SUBMITTAL OF BID
Proposals should be prepared simply and economically, providing a straightforward, concise response to satisfy the requirements of the RFP.

Proposals shall be signed by an authorized representative of the bidder. All information requested should be submitted, including: 
· Lump sum bid price including shipping and delivery to the City of Pass Christian.
· A complete set of drawings of the proposed entertainment stage including types of materials used for construction.
· If not a resident of the State of Mississippi, a copy of your Resident State’s Law pertaining to the treatment of non-resident bidders.

· Build time and estimated time of delivery.
(4) ADDENDA AND INTERPRETATIONS

No interpretation of the meaning of these documents will be made to any Bidder orally.
Every request for such interpretation should be in writing addressed to Marian Gest, P. O. Box 368, Pass Christian, Mississippi 39571 and to be given consideration must be received at least five (5) days prior to the date fixed for the opening of bids.  Any and all such interpretations and any supplemental instructions will be transmitted to all registered plan holders by facsimile transmission with return receipt requested, not later than three days prior to the date fixed for the opening of bids.  Failure of any bidder to receive any such addendum or interpretation shall not relieve such bidder from any obligation under this bid as submitted.  All addenda so issued shall become part of the Contract Documents.

(5) LAWS AND REGULATIONS

The Bidder's attention is directed to the fact that all applicable State laws, municipal ordinances, and the rules and regulations of all authorities having jurisdiction over the services shall apply to the contract throughout, and they will be deemed to be included in the contract the same as though herein written out in full.

Bidders who are non-residents of the State of Mississippi must comply with the provisions of Sections 31-3-21(3) of the Mississippi Code of 1972, as amended.  Non-resident persons, firms, or corporations shall attach a copy of their Resident State’s Law pertaining to their state’s treatment of non-resident bidders.  If required, failure to supply such information will result in your bid being null and void.
(6) METHOD OF AWARD – BEST QUALIFIED BIDDER

At the time the contract is to be awarded, the best bid submitted by a responsible Bidder will be awarded with all other factors concerning the bidder and it’s responsive to the bids specifications being considered.
(7) CITY RESERVATIONS
The City of Pass Christian, Mississippi, reserves the right to consider the following relevant factors in addition to the price in determining the best proposal: overall size, material, and construction/delivery time.  The City reserves the right to reject any or all proposals or to waive any informality and/or irregularity in the procurement process.
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
