The Project consists of constructing Proposed 900 GPM Water Treatment Plant, Above Ground Water Storage Tanks, and Associated Facilities.
Separate Bids will be received for Contract No. 1 – Water Treatment Plant Replacement and/or Contract No. 2 – Detention Tank and Ground Storage Tank.  Bids shall be on a lump sum basis for Contract Nos. 1 and 2.  Contract Nos. 1 and 2 include additive or deductive alternate bid items as indicated in the Bid Form.
