Citywide Drainage Infrastructure Project

The City of Waveland, Mississippi (“City”) is requesting proposals from qualified engineering firms and individuals for Professional Engineering services related to the Citywide Drainage Infrastructure Project, including the following services:  Conduct soil borings for the Drainage Project; Make borings at the location of a planned 54-inch Steel Casing Pipe/48-inch HDPE Carrier Drainage Pipe at the CSX Railroad right-of-way in Waveland, Mississippi, near the intersection of Central Avenue and Vacation Lane; Install the pipe under the existing railroad embankment alongside an existing corrugated metal drainage pipe;  Install the pipe in such a way that the top of the pipe is about 6.5 feet beneath the railroad track; Make one (1) boring northwest of the railroad track and one (1) boring southeast of the railroad track; Make each boring to a depth of twenty-five (25) feet; Sample soil continuously in the upper ten (10) feet and comply with CSX’s requirement for continuous sampling from the ground surface to five feet below the proposed invert; Obtain disturbed split-spoon and/or relatively undisturbed Shelby Tube samples of the soils encountered; Sample borings continuously to a depth of ten (10) feet and at five (5) foot intervals, thereafter, to the boring completion depths; Have a geotechnical engineering technician examine and classify in the field, all soils encountered during drilling; plug boreholes with cement-bentonite grout after completion of drilling and sampling in accordance with CSX regulations; Conduct tests on samples from the borings to evaluate the strengths, classifications, and volume change properties of soils encountered; and Provide a report describing the soils encountered at each location, the approximate boring locations, graphical logs of the borings, and a description of the services provided.  Firms or individual proposing to furnish such, should submit a statement of their qualification and experience, as well as that of all of their pertinent personnel.  Proposals will be evaluated by a selection team on the basis of the following criteria and ranked by an assigned point system: 1) Knowledge and experience providing services related to federal grant projects; 2) Technical competence of staff and principals (qualifications); 3) Personnel resources and assessment ability; 4) Ability to perform in a timely fashion and meet State/Federal timelines; 5) Professional history; 6) Knowledge of and familiarity of projects such as those needed for this project; and 7) Competence to perform the services stated above. Proposers are also to submit costs itemized for each of the services listed above, and the total cost. Firms will be evaluated and ranked using the above criteria. The City of Waveland, Mississippi reserves the right to negotiate compensation for each of those services with the selected firm as being most qualified, with the amount of any and all costs being capped.  The City reserves the right to reject any or all proposals and to waive any irregularities or formalities in proposal process, and to reject any and all proposal. By submitting a proposal, the proposing entities or persons waive any right to seek damages related to their proposal, and acknowledge the City’s right to reject any or all proposal, or portions thereof. The City further reserves the right engage entities or firms for only some of the services listed above. All proposals should be sealed and properly labeled “Engineering Proposals-City of Waveland, Mississippi Citywide Drainage Infrastructure Project.” The City is an equal opportunity employer and contractor, and specifically solicits with this proposal small and minority firms, women’s business enterprises and labor surplus area firms to submit proposals. Any contract resulting from this request for qualifications will contain contract provisions including those listed in 44 C.F.R. § 13.36 (i), and other applicable state, local and federal laws. All proposals shall include evidence of the entity or person’s license and ability to perform the requested services in the State of Mississippi (e.g., the submission of documents from the Secretary of State indicating good standing and a professional license as may be applicable).
