




REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS
PROFESSIONAL SERVICES



The City of Okolona will accept sealed proposals from qualified persons or firms for the following services required to implement a 2013 HOME Rehabilitation project that will reconstruct up to two (2) dilapidated houses:

1) LEGAL SERVICES: The proposal should be clearly labeled on the outside of the envelope “Legal Services Proposal.” The selected offeror will provide Certificate of Title for each homeowner, take steps to clear up minor title issues if necessary and assist the City in carrying out the project. 

2) PROPERTY SURVEYOR: The proposal should be clearly labeled on the outside of the envelope “Surveyor Proposal.” The selected Qualified surveyor will perform a Boundary Survey and Plot Plan and provide documentation for the two (2) residential properties.

3) ASBESTOS INSPECTOR: The proposal should be clearly labeled on the outside of the envelope “Asbestos Inspector Proposal” and should include a valid Mississippi Asbestos Abatement Certification License Number. Asbestos Inspectors must do an inspection and provide a report on each unit.

4) HOUSING INSPECTOR (NEW HOME): The proposal should be clearly labeled on the outside of the envelope “Housing Inspector Proposal” and should include a valid License Number. The Inspector must be licensed through the Mississippi Home Inspector Board (MHIB) with the New Home Designation (NH). The Inspector will make interim inspections of the work to ensure that the reconstruction is performed according to the construction contract and the construction/plan specifications. These interim inspections shall also serve to verify the progress of the work before progress payments are made. The Inspector will provide required forms for inspections and other documentation that may be required, including change orders. The final acceptance of work will be indicated by passing of the final inspection. The Inspector is also required to attend the Pre-Bid and Pre-Construction Meetings and assure that asbestos procedures are followed, if required.








The proposers should be familiar with HUD / HOME Requirements, Rules and Regulations as administered by the Mississippi Development Authority.

This project is funded by the HUD HOME Investments Partnership Grant and is a Section 3 covered activity as defined by the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968 (12 U.S.C. 1701u) (Section 3).  Proposers are encouraged to provide, to the greatest extent feasible, training, employment, and contracting opportunities generated by the expenditure of this assistance to low and very-low-income persons and to business concerns owned by low and very-low-income persons, or which employ low and very-low-income persons. Preference can be given to proposers that comply with Section 3.

All Proposals will be rated on the following criteria: Qualifications 0-40 points, Experience 0-40 points, Capacity 0-20 points, Total – 100 Points.
