This Request for Statements of Qualifications does not guarantee an award of any amount of Architectural services.  

The Architect shall perform all necessary services to properly carry out the activities for Architectural services in accordance with applicable State, Federal, HUD, FEMA, United States Army Corps of Engineers, etc… prescribed rules, regulations, policies and State law. Architect must be licensed in the state of Mississippi.
