The City of Madison is requesting sealed bids for construction of the Natchez Trace Trail Connection project.  All bids shall be marked “NATCHEZ TRACE TRAIL CONNECTION BID-OPENING, TUESDAY, JULY 28, 2015” on the outside of the envelope. All bids shall be submitted to the City of Madison until 9:30 AM local time, Tuesday, July 28, 2015 at Madison City Hall, 1004 Madison Avenue, Madison, MS 39110 then until 10:00 AM local time, Tuesday, July 28, 2015 at the Denson Robinson Public Services Complex at 1239 Highway 51, Madison, MS 39110.  Bids will be opened at the Denson Robinson Public Services Complex.  Any bid received after 10:00 AM will not be opened.  The City of Madison reserves the right to reject any or all bids.
The project generally consists of the construction of approximately 1,000 feet of 10’ wide concrete walking trail. 
Construction of this project will be funded using monies from a grant administered by the Federal Highway Administration and provided through the Mississippi Department of Wildlife, Fisheries and Parks Recreational Trail Program. The City of Madison will provide matching funds, or in-kind services, with a total value equal to 20% of the total project cost. No funds from non-governmental sources will be used on this project.
