Bidders shall bid and the successful bidder will be determined by the base bid or combination of base bid and those alternates selected by the owner in any order determined to be in the best interest of the Owner and which produces a total within available funds.  However, the Town of Summit reserves the right to reject any or all bids.

A bid bond or certified check in the amount of 5% of the bid will be required. The bid bond or certified check will be returned immediately to unsuccessful bidders. Bidders are hereby notified that any proposal accompanied by letters qualifying in any manner the condition under which the proposal is tendered will be considered an irregular bid and such proposals will not be considered in making the award.

A performance bond, or equal, in the full amount of the contract will be required of the successful bidder.   In lieu of a performance bond the successful bidder may post with the Town of Summit, the full amount of the bid, in cash or its equivalent, conditioned for the prompt, proper and efficient performance of the contract; said cash or its equivalent to be held until the successful completion of the project.

Attention is called to the fact that contracts exceeding $50,000 require contractors to be licensed under applicable laws of the State of Mississippi and have a certificate of responsibility.

The award, if made will be to the lowest and most qualified bidder on the basis of the published quantities.  
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
