1. Description of the commodity or commodities the MDPS is seeking to procure:

Make & Model: MF1000 lamp bulb part number 450279 US Patent 5621267.

Description: A replacement lamp bulb for an Alternate Light Source (ALS) MiniCrime Scope
from Spex Forensics d.b.a. Horiba Instruments Incorporated.

2. Explanation of why the commodity is the only one that can meet the needs of the

Agency: The already purchased equipment MiniCrime Scope does not function without a
working lamp bulb.

The MiniCrime Scope is an alternative light source that provides the necessary wavelengths of light to
locate forensic evidence including biological stains of body fluids, as well as skeletal remains. The

equipment requires a lamp bulb to operate.

The Mini Crime Scope has been used on many crime scenes including death investigations and sexual
assaults that have yielded positive forensic results.

There is one MiniCrime Scope in each CSU Region totaling three, the Central, Southern and
Northern region.

3. Explanation of why the source is the only person or entity that can provide the required
Servicing:
The MiniCrime Scope was purchased through Spex Forensics dba Horiba Instruments

Incorporated. The replacement lamp (bulb) (part#450279) is patented (US 5621267)

4. Explanation of why the amount to be expended for the commodity is reasonable:

The MiniCrime Scope was purchased in 2008 and valued by MS Department of Public Safety
property at $13,000. The lamps (bulbs) have lasted for eight years. The current cost for
replacement bulbs is $575.00.

Sz Efforts the Agency went through to obtain the best possible price for the commodity:

The Crime Scene Unit (CSU) has researched multiple Forensic suppliers to purchase
replacements. The lamp (bulb) was removed from the unit in accordance with the
MiniCrime Scope manual to retrieve the part and patent number, researched for
aftermarket replacement. This part cannot be purchased through any other source.

For the amount of years that the lamp bulb has functioned, it is expected that the
replacements would also work for multiple years.

e [f Interested Party claims that purchase of three (3) MF1000 lamp/bulb part number
450279 is available from a source other than Spex Forensics d.b.a. Horiba Instruments
Incorporated, the objection must contain a written statement from that the Interested
Party is an authorized distributor or reseller of the .

This information should be provided no later than Thursday, April 28, 2016 at 5:00 pm local
time. Response may be delivered by hand, via regular mail or overnight delivery.

If after a review of the submitted notice and documents, MS Department Public Safety
determines that the commodity in the proposed sole-source request can be provided by another
person or entity, then MS Department of Public Safety will withdraw the sole source request
publication from the procurement portal website and submit the procurement of the commodity
or commodities to an advertised competitive bid process.

If MS Department Public Safety determines after the review that there is only one (1) source for
the required commodity or commodities, then MS Department Public Safety will appeal to the
Public Procurement Review Board. MS Department Public Safety will have the burden of
proving that the commodity or commodities is only provided by one (1) source.
