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Mississippi State University anticipates purchasing the item(s) listed below as a sole source purchase.  Anyone objecting to this purchase shall follow the procedures outlined below.
1. Commodity or commodities to be purchased (make, model, description): 
The Mississippi State Chemical Laboratory (MSCL) requests to purchase two (2) LT Industries, Inc. High Energy Bubble Shedding Probes (Model # PR-V) and one (1) LT Industries, Inc. Fiber Optic Cable Bundle (BIFOP-FS120).  The Probe is used with an LT Industries, Inc. fuel analyzer for determination estimation of octane number in gasoline and gasohol fuels.  The Fiber Optic Cable Bundle is used to securely cover the aforementioned Probe.  


2. Explanation of the need to be fulfilled by this item(s), how is it unique from all other options, and why it is the only one that can meet the specific needs of the department: 
These items are necessary to continue using two existing LT Industries, Inc. fuel analyzers at the Petroleum Products Laboratory within the Mississippi State Chemical Laboratory.  These are the only parts that will work with our existing equipment  and allow us to continue octane screening of fuel samples.   


3. Name of company/individual selling the item and why that source is the only possible source that can provide the required item(s): 
These parts are sold by LT Industries, Inc., which is the only manufacturer of these parts.


4. Estimated cost of item(s) and an explanation why the amount to be expended is considered reasonable:
The total cost is estimated to be $7,620 which consists of $4,770 for the two High Energy Bubble Shedding Probes and $2,850 for the Fiber Optic Cable Bundle.  This amount is reasonable as it allows continued use of our two existing LT Industries, Inc. fuel analyzers instead of having to two whole new analyzers (estimated cost ~$50,000).   


5. Explanation of the efforts taken by the department to determine this is the only source and the efforts used to obtain the best possible price:
According to LT Industries, Inc., there are no other vendors for parts that work with their instrumentation (email documentation attached).

If after a review of the submitted notice and documents, MSU determines that the commodity in the proposed sole source request can be provided by another person or entity, then MSU will withdraw the sole source request publication from the procurement portal website and submit the procurement of the commodity to an advertised competitive bid or selection process.
If MSU determines after review that there is only one (1) source for the required commodity, then MSU will appeal to the Public Procurement Review Board.  MSU will have the burden of proving that the commodity is only provided by one (1) source.
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
