The Jackson County Utility Authority (the “JCUA”) is seeking to procure software and hardware from Rockwell Automation.
This software and hardware is the only commodity that can meet the needs of the JCUA because of the technical complexities of the SCADA system in place and the services it provides to the JCUA.
Rockwell Automation is the only entity that can provide the required commodity because the commodity is specially designed and engineered to fit the SCADA system utilized by the JCUA, and Rockwell Automation possesses the technical expertise to evaluate and repair the issues associated with the SCADA system.
JCUA anticipates expending $300,000, more or less, on the commodity and services contemplated herein. This amount is reasonable because it is based on multiple reviews and analyses performed to assess the JCUA’s damages in a lawsuit regarding work on the SCADA system. The JCUA took considerable efforts to obtain names and locate vendors who could provide this service and also to obtain the best possible price for this commodity, but due to the facts and circumstances with the commodity being specially designed and engineered to fit the system from the prior vendor using Rockwell Automation Processes, Rockwell is the correct and sole source to complete this work.
Any person or entity that objects and proposes that the commodity advertised hereby is not sole source and can be provided by another person or entity must notify the JCUA with a detailed explanation of why these items and services are not a sole source procurement. This notice must be delivered in writing to the office of the JCUA located at Jackson County Utility Authority 1225 Jackson Ave., Pascagoula, MS 39567 by the 17th day of June, 2016. More information concerning the specific details regarding the commodity to be procured is available at the JCUA’s office for review.
This project is funded in part by Gulf Region Disaster Relief funds provided by the Mississippi Department of Environmental Quality from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  All local, state, and federal special conditions will apply.  
This project is covered by the requirements of Section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968 (12 U.S.C. § 1701u) (“Section 3”).  Section 3 requires that when employment or contracting opportunities are generated by HUD-funded projects, preference is given to low to very low-income persons and businesses residing in the community where the project is located.  Section 3 businesses are encouraged to submit a response as any responsive, responsible bidder that qualifies as a Section 3 Business Concern will be given a preference during evaluation. Any contractor selected for this Project will be responsible for ensuring compliance with all Section 3 requirements including, but not limited to, the hiring and contracting decisions made on the Project.
This procurement will be subject to all applicable sections of the Mississippi Code of 1972, Annotated. Specifically, Mississippi Code of 1972, Section 31-5-37 (2012) “All public works projects utilizing funds received by state or local governmental entities resulting from a federally declared disaster or a spill of national significance, including damages, penalties, fines or supplemental projects paid or financed by responsible parties pursuant to a court order, negotiated settlement, or other instrument, including under any law distributing such fines and penalties including the federal Resources and Ecosystems Sustainability, Tourist Opportunities and Revived Economy of the Gulf Coast Act of 2011 (R.E.S.T.O.R.E.), the Oil Pollution Act of 1990 or the Federal Water Pollution Control Act or similar legislation, shall be subject to the hiring policies established by this section.” By bidding on this project, contractor certifies and agrees to comply with this law.  The law also requires contractors submitting bids for public works projects utilizing specified funding to submit the required Mississippi Department of Employment Security employment plan WITHIN SEVEN (7) DAYS OF THEIR BID OR RESPONSE BEING AWARDED.
Minority and women's business enterprises as well as Section 3 business concerns are hereby  encouraged to respond and make inquiries regarding potential contracting opportunities and equipment, material and/or supply needs.
