Analyzer has the capability to do multiple measurements in a single analyzer (saving cost).  Analyzer has 3 yr warranty.  Analyzer has “best in industry” specifications for span drift, minimizing the need for calibration gas.  Analyzer has built in web server for easy integration into data acquisition systems.  
2.   Explanation of the need to be fulfilled by this item(s) and why it is the only one that can meet the specific needs of the department:
No other company was able to provide a quotation for the needed specifications to conduct this research.  The range for this device is uniquely designed to measure both at very small concentrations (ppm levels) and yet maintain accuracy and repeatability at higher concentrations for each compound measured.
The analyzer provides real-time, online monitoring (as compared to other devices that require off-line data processing).
3.   Name of company/individual selling the item and why that source is the only possible source that can provide the required item(s):
Emerson Process Management.  This device is equipped with specific detectors for Carbon Dioxide, Carbon Monoxide and Methane with an internal calibration for each compound.  This allows for direct measurement of combustion gases emitted from the catalytic bed reactor.  This device is customized for measuring precise gas concentrations at a single digit parts per million levels—a capability not provided by any competitor.
After an extensive search, no other company was found that could provide such an instrument.  




4.   Estimated cost of item(s) and an explanation why the amount to be expended is considered reasonable:
The quoted cost (with an 8% educational discount) is $40,061.00.  The company has provided an educational based discount which would not be extended to 3rd party buyers.
5.   Explanation of the efforts taken by the department to determine this is the only source and the efforts used to obtain the best possible price:
Other companies were contacted and invited to provide a quote on a customized unit to meet our research specifications but none responded.

The notice shall contain a detailed explanation of why the commodity is not a sole source procurement. Appropriate documentation shall also be submitted if applicable.
If after a review of the submitted notice and documents, MSU determines that the commodity in the proposed sole source request can be provided by another person or entity, then MSU will withdraw the sole source request publication from the procurement portal website and submit the procurement of the commodity to an advertised competitive bid or selection process.
If MSU determines after review that there is only one (1) source for the required commodity, then MSU will appeal to the Public Procurement Review Board. MSU will have the burden of proving that the commodity is only provided by one (1) source.
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
