A certified check or bank draft payable to the order of CITY OF DIAMONDHEAD, MISSISSIPPI, negotiable U.S. Government bonds (at par value), or a satisfactory Bid Bond executed by the Bidder and an acceptable surety, in an amount equal to five percent (5%) of the total bid is required.  If a Bid Bond is used, it must be signed or countersigned by a Mississippi Resident Agency of a surety company qualified and authorized to do business in the State of Mississippi in accordance with the laws of the State of Mississippi.  In addition, said bond must be signed by the Bidder.  Any Bid Bond which does not contain these requirements shall be considered non-conforming and shall be rejected.

All bids must be on file with the CITY prior to the opening time as stated above. The CITY shall not be held responsible for the receipt of any bids for which the delivery was attempted and failed due to the closure of the CITY as a result of a Force Majeure Event.  Each Vendor/Contractor shall be required to ensure the delivery and receipt of its bid by the CITY prior to the new date and time of the bid opening.

The Scope of Work for this Project shall require a Contractor to be appropriately classified through the Mississippi State Board of Contractors (MSBOC),

Resident contractors shall, in accordance with the laws of the State of Mississippi, be granted preference over non-residents in the award of the contract in the same manner and to the same extent as provided by the laws of the state of domicile of the non-resident.  A non-resident contractor shall attach to his proposal a copy of his resident state’s current law pertaining to such state’s treatment of non-resident contractors.  Any bid submitted by a non-resident contractor which does not include the nonresident contractor’s current state law shall be rejected and not considered for award.

The CITY reserves the right to reject any and all bids and to waive any informalities.

The CITY encourages the utilization of minority-owned and woman-owned businesses (DBEs) as sources for construction, materials, supplies, and services.  Such efforts must allow these sources the maximum feasible opportunity to compete for sub-agreements and contracts.  Documentation of efforts made to utilize minority and woman-owned firms must be maintained by all BIDDERS.  The minimum DBE requirements for this project are 0%.

Bids may be held by the CITY for a period not to exceed sixty (60) days from the date of the opening of bids for the purpose of reviewing the bids and investigating the qualifications of Bidders, prior to awarding of the Contract.
