                                                 Instructions to Bidders

1. The Mississippi Bureau of Narcotics wishes to purchase the following weapons with trade-in allowance:
120 WRM400-11B-S-SBR Semi-Automatic weapons (see specification sheet for details)
20 WRM400-11B-S-MGA Fully Automatic weapons (see specification sheet for details).  
In addition the Bureau wishes to purchase the following optics for the weapons (trade-in allowance is not applied to the optics)

120 Sig Sauer Romeo4 1x 20mm Compact Red Dot Sights

20 Eotech, Model EXPS3 Sights
2. If you are not registered as a vendor for the State of Mississippi, please go to the following website: www.mmrs.state.ms.us and click on Vendors (on the left-hand side of the webpage under the Home button). Select Supplier Self Service and click the link “MAGIC Supplier Self-Service Reference Guide”.  This has information to help you register as a vendor for the State of Mississippi and information pertaining to the electronic bid process. 3. Please include a trade allowance for the weapons on the lists included with the bid packet in the area provided on the bid form. The weapons are in fair to good condition and are five to eighteen years old. 

4. These specifications are not intended to discriminate against any manufacturer.       

The firearms instructors of the Mississippi Bureau of Narcotics has determined


 Sig Sauer produces a standard issue weapon which best suits our needs, ensures standardization, and facilitates the firearms training throughout the agency.

5. All bids will be quoted f.o.b., MS. Bureau of Narcotics, 6090 I-55 Frontage Road South, Jackson, MS 39272.  No bid will be considered unless f.o.b. terms are as state above.

6. The Bureau reserves the right to waive informalities in bids and to reject any or all bids received.  It further reserves the right to make awards to the best advantage of the Bureau.
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7. All bidders must include a copy of their firearms license with their electronic bid.  The bid cannot be accepted unless a copy is included with the electronic bid.

8. Only bids from Class III dealers will be accepted because we are purchasing short barrel rifles (SBR) and Select Fire weapons.

9. Bids will be accepted until 2 p.m. on September 21, 2016.  Bids must be submitted electronically through the State of Mississippi’s MAGIC system at the following websites:

https://portal.magic.ms.gov or https://www.ms.gov/dfa/contract_bid_search/Contract.
You must have the RFx number listed in the advertisement.  If you need assistance, please call the MMRS help desk at 601-359-1343, select Option 2 for MAGIC functionality.  Please allow a day or two for assistance with your issue.  
10. No discussion will be entered into with any vendor as to the quality or provisions of the specifications, and no award will be made either stated or implied at the bid opening. After the close of the bid opening meeting, the bids will be considered to be in the evaluation process and will not be available for review by bidders.

11. If the agency is closed for any reason, including but not limited to: acts of God, strikes, lockouts, riots, acts of war, epidemics, governmental regulations superimposed after the fact, fire, earthquakes, floods, or other natural disaster (the “Force Majeure Events”), which closure prevents the opening of bids at the advertised date and time, all bids received shall be publicly opened and read aloud on the next business day that the agency shall be open and at the previously advertised time. The new date and time of the bid opening, as determined in accordance with this paragraph, shall not be advertised, and all Vendors, upon submission of a bid proposal, shall be deemed to have knowledge of and shall have agreed to the provisions of this paragraph. Bids shall be received by the agency until the new date and time of the bid opening as set forth herein.  The agency shall not be held responsible for the receipt of any bids for which the delivery was attempted and failed due to the closure of the agency as a result of a Force Majeure Event.  Each Vendor shall be required to ensure the delivery and receipt of its bid by the agency prior to the new date and time of the bid opening.
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12. A written purchase order will be sent to the successful bidder. However, the weapons (listed in the trade allowance section of the bid form) that will be given to the successful bidder cannot be released until the Bureau accepts delivery of the new weapons.
