This State Contract Agreement is made this 24th day of August 2022, between the Department of Finance and 
Administration, Office of Purchasing, Travel and Fleet Management for the State of Mississippi (hereinafter the 
"State") and Delta Chemical Corporation 757 Central Avenue Jefferson, LA 70121 (hereinafter the "Contractor"). 

SCOPE: The Contractor agrees to furnish the State its normal requirements of water treatment chemicals on a 
nonexclusive basis for a period of twelve (12) months beginning October 1, 2022, and ending September 
30, 2023, in accordance with all requirements in the State of Mississippi Proposal Format and Guidelines For 
Water Treatment Chemicals and the Contractor's Proposal submitted on July 25, 2022. 

SERVICE REQUIREMENTS: The following are the minimum service requirements: 

Contractor shall provide for service calls to be made by technically trained personnel to each location or 
agency. 

a. A minimum of one service call per month shall be made to each location.

b. Emergency calls shall be made within 24 hours after notification.

c. The contractor shall give two days prior notice to each agency where service calls are made, unless such
service calls are sufficiently routine as to occur at the same time each month. The above provision is
necessary to assure the presence of proper entity personnel while the service representative is visiting
the entity.

Certification shall be provided that the contractor maintains a testing laboratory and will provide sampling and 
testing for all systems. Samples shall be mailed to the contractor for analyzing and recommendations. A copy 
of the report shall be forwarded to the entity. 

AUTHORIZED PURCHASERS: The State, as referred to herein, enters into this State Contract Agreement for 
the benefit of all state agencies, boards, commissions, departments, institutions, counties, municipalities, school 
districts and other political subdivisions of the State of Mississippi. These entities are authorized to purchase 
from this Contract in accordance with Miss. Code Ann. §§ 31-7-1, et seq., and the Mississippi Procurement 
Manual. 

Purchase Orders prepared by these authorized purchasers shall include this State Contract Agreement Number 
referenced above. 

PRICE GUARANTEE: The prices established herein shall prevail for the term of this Agreement, except in the 
event of a general market decline in prices of such commodities at any time during the period of this Contract, 
the Contractor agrees that the State of Mississippi shall receive full benefit of such decline. 
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
