Describe the commodity/service that the institution is seeking to procure:

The University of Mississippi Medical Center (UMMC) seeks to purchase additional
Epiphany modules for CardioServer to include Event Monitoring Modality module, PDF
Naming Wizard Module, and professional services to install including project
management. Epiphany Healthcare is the manufacturer of CardioServer which is already
owned by UMMC.

The CardioServer is the current EKG management system that UMMC uses across our
system. We have completed the upgrade to our existing server and would like to add some
additional modules to interface with other systems such as Events Monitors and Holter
Monitors.
